Final Disney rehearsal from 3-4:30 & prepping uniform bags for bus
loading. Report time to SHS for the trip is 11:15PM.

Tuesday, April 8 - 12:00AM depart, arrive at hotel in PM, pool time at hotel
Wednesday, April 9 - Magic Kingdom and Parade day

Thursday, April 10 - Check out of hotel, Hollywood Studios Day, return to
resort to prep for departure. Buses will depart for Sherando at 11:30PM

Friday, April 11 - Arrive back to SHS around 2pm (no school attendance)

Chaperone Expectations

The chaperone’s main job is to monitor for student safety and
behavior, including, but not limited to:

Taking attendance of your group each and every time we load buses

Making sure students are following the trip schedule

Room checks at the end of the day to be sure students are safely in assigned hotel
rooms

Staying with your assigned student groups, even in lines

Collecting students’ phones before they enter the backstage area for parade
Alcohol consumption (as tempting as this might be in Disney!) and smoking/vaping are
prohibited. Smoking/Vaping on property must be done in specified locations only.
Failure to comply will result in a $250 fine per incident at the resort, payable by the
individual, and being trespassed from theme park property.

Every chaperone will receive an information packet at departure

2:45-3:15pm - Out of uniform, reload bus and meet back with chaperones at the park entrance gate by
Pirates of the Caribbean.

9:00pm - Park close, Depart MK for resort via Disney Bus transportation.

e Groups CAN join together - up to chaperone discretion

e Follow itinerary and remain on schedule. Make sure to
meet at designated areas ON TIME

e Remember to always be following school and Disney
code of conduct, even when you’re hot and frustrated

e Any disciplinary issues will be referred to admin.

e There is no smoking/vaping in theme parks outside of
designated areas. Failure to adhere to this policy will
result in being trespassed from the theme park.

Breakfast: There are multiple breakfast
options available at the resort food court or
in the parks - you are responsible for
purchasing breakfast.

Bring money for food stops on travel days




Safety Considerations

Establish a meet point if your group is separated.

Make sure to exchange cell numbers with another
student member of your group.

Follow all rules - they are there for your safety!

Leave valuables at home

Carry wallets/phones/money in secure pockets or bags
If you are separated from your group, STOP, text a peer
in your group and/or communicate via the Band App to
your group and head to the meet point. If you don’t
know how to get to the meet point, ask a Disney Cast
Member.

Follow all safety recommendations for attractions. If
they tell you not to raise your arms on a rollercoaster,
don’t!

Do not feed wildlife and stay away from areas with
gator warnings. You taste delicious to gators!

Do not enter any room not assigned to you - applies to
both chaperones and students. Yes, even your child’s or
your parent’s room!

Carry your
hard ticket with you in case there are service
or internet connectivity issues.

(quick serve locations only), and a number of
other cool things on the app.

4. If you have Magic Band, you can link

everything to that as well. Magic Bands are

not required to enjoy Disney




Band App

1 adult chaperone from each group, do the following:

1. Open Band App

2. Go to Sherando Band Disney Trip 2025 channel
3. Tap chat icon on the bottom left

4. Tap plus sign (+) on top right

5. Tap “private chat room”

6. Add the student members of your group (plus extra adult if you have 2 chaperones)
7. Add the band staff member assigned to monitor your group chat

8. Tap “invite”

Use this chat WHEN NEEDED for bus attendance, room checks, if a member of your group is lost, etc. Please be
mindful and do not use this for unnecessary communication.
